i Payyanur Ramesh Pai, told
: that among these manusc-
ripts is a rare cloth manusc-
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ript, spanning 67 pages (with
one blank page), written on
both sides. Measuring 14.59
meters in length, (each page
is 24dcm X 23cm). The ma-
nuscript remains undecip-
hered to date. The digitisa-
tion process was carried out
by Heritage Foundation, Jal-
gaon, under itsdirector Bhu-
jang R Bobade.

Pai said, “The cloth ma-
nuscript is written in Modi
Kannada, a form of ‘Hale
Kannada’ script, just like
Modi Marathi. The cloth it-

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self, known as ‘Kadatha’ in
Kannada, is rare and found
only in certain regions of
Karnataka. It is believed
that the manuscript was cre-
ated by roasting and grin-
ding tamarind seeds with
fruit juice from Ganapekai
(Entada rheedei), a plant fo-
und exclusively in the Wes-
tern Ghats. The script is
written between two lines,
with the pages stacked one
on top of the other, arranged
on the floor for study. The
museum hopes to consult
epigraphists to decipher the
manuscript,” Pai said.
Paisaidthatthedigitisa-
tion of over 8,000 manusc-
ripts is complete, and the
next step will involve decip-
heringand cataloguing. “So
far, only one palmleaf ma-
nuscript, a Ganesha Stuti,
inold Malayalam script and
Sankrit has been deciphe-
red. The remaining ma-
nuscripts are in Sanskrit,
Devanagari, Bengali and
Tigalariscripts. '
